ABSTRACT
The paper has to be sent as document Word at the e-mail address of the editor-in-chief. The document has to be saved as FIRST AUTHOR NAME.doc. Manuscripts should have at least 4 pages and shouldn’t exceed 10 pages, preferably even number of pages. Please ensure all text, figures and formulas are of high definition and good contrast.
Keywords: 2-5 keywords, on a separate line, right after the abstract.

1. Paper Size and Margins
MARGINS of the A4-size page should be: with all margins top, bottom, left, right, with the value 2.5 cm, GUTTER - 0 cm, HEADER - 1.5 cm, FOOTER - 1.5 cm. Apply to: Whole document.
2. Title and Authors
Title should be written with Times New Roman (CE), 16 pt Bold, after four free lines TNR 10 pt from the upper margin of the paper. The title will not exceed more than three lines.
Author (s) and affiliation: Courier New, 12 pt, normal, centered. Only with abbreviation of the scientific title (ex. PhD. eng.) and on a separate line author(s) affiliation. Between Title and Authors leave two lines (TNR 10 pt). If the authors have different affiliation use the numbers (1, 2 etc.) as superscripts.
3. Layout of Text

3.1 Abstract

The section for abstract content and keywords will have indentation 20 mm left and right, centered on page width. The abstract will have maximum 12 lines, single spacing, and should give a brief account of the most relevant aspects of the paper. 

The word ABSTRACT (TNR 12 pt, bold, centered) will be preceded by one free line and the content of the abstract will follow by one free line. Between the abstract content and the word KEYWORDS: (TNR 10 pt, bold, uppercase) there is a free line (TNR 10 pt). After the word KEYWORDS: maximum 5 keywords (or groups of keywords), written on a single line.
Between the KEYWORDS and the body text there is a free line (TNR 10 pt).
3.2 Body Text
The body text should be Times New Roman 10 pt (TNR 10 pt), single spacing (Body text annals). All free lines will be Times New Roman 10 pt, single spacing. First lines of paragraphs are indented 7 mm. 

Manuscript will be typed in two equal columns (6 mm between columns), fully justified, after two free lines (TNR 10 pt) from KEYWORDS line. The characters will have TNR 10 pt, regular, single spacing. Please, pay attention to balance the columns on the last page of the paper.

3.3 Headings
Primary headings must be typed in TNR 12 pt, bold, centered (Heading 1 Annals). Leave a space of one line (TNR 10 pt) above and one line (TNR 10 pt) below these headings.

Secondary and tertiary headings should be typed TNR 10 pt (Heading 2 and 3 Annals), in lower case italics and aligned left in the column. Leave a space of one line (TNR 10 pt) above and 6 pt below.
3.4 Equation

Mathematical equations or formulas will be typed with the Equation Editor, Style ( Define: 

Text: times new roman, italic; 

Function: times new roman, italic;

Variable: times new roman, italic; 

LC greek: symbol; 

UC greek: symbol; 

Symbol: symbol; 

Matrix vector: times new roman, bold;

Number: times new roman, italic
When numbering the equations, enclose its corresponding Arabic number in round parenthesis and align the number at right. See for example Equation 1 below (Equation Annals, 6 pt above and below). 
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3.5 Tables and Figures
Figures will be dimensioned to a maximum width of a column, and if they are larger, then it will stop typing of two columns and will be done locally on a single column, and next, the typing will be set again in two columns.

The same will apply with tables or other graphics.
4. References
All information will be TNR 8 pt, regular, single spacing and will contain: number of the references; last name followed by the initial of first name for each author (bold) and capital letters, year of publication, full paper title (italic), title of journals/ proceedings/books, publisher or institution name, city, the letters group pp, first and last page of the paper, separated by a dash.

The references will be organized in alphabetic order, taking into account the last name of the first author. No tab or indentation will be used for typing. All references should be cited in text.
The name of the references, journals and publishing house will be written in the language used for editing, an eventual translation into English may be put in round parenthesis, after the original name. The texts including non-Latin words will be transliterated as recommended by the international standards.
